If you are willing to learn that God’s Son is guiltless


The results are a world where there is no fear


Everything is lit with hope and sparkles with gentle friendliness.


Nothing but calls to you in soft appeal to be your friend, and let it join with you. 

Giving up preconceived notions: creating an open mind

“Let us be still an instant and forget

· All things we ever learned

· All thoughts we had

· Every preconception that we hold of what things mean

· What their purpose is

· Forget our own ideas of what the world is for” (T.31.I.12:1)

· Be free of judgment (unaware of any thoughts of good or evil)

Be still and listen.  

· Think not ancient thoughts

· Forget the dismal lessons that you learned  (7:4)

· An instant spent without your old ideas of who your great companion is and what he should be asking for (10:1)

· Forget what you have learned

Holding a past thought about this person?

Holding a thought of good or evil?

· Forget all thoughts you had

Holding a preconception of what things mean?

· Release all meaning

Holding a preconception of what is this person (events) purpose?

Remembering your own ideas of what the world is for?

· You do not know
